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I think it is fair to say that I have carefully studied and considered the plight of Jews with an open mind and empathy in my heart.  But the simple fact remains that however hostile the Imperial and Colonial world orders may have been to world Jewry before ‘48, the cause of Political Zionism has proceeded almost entirely on a foundation of deceptions.  In today’s essay I will touch on in no particular order what have come to view as the six fundamental deceptions of Zionism but that is in no way to suggest  that there have not been many other tactical deceptions used by them as the opportunity has arisen. 

One such tactic – asserting that anyone who criticizes Israel or Zionism is an ant-Semite – is just too ridiculously flawed to even warrant discussion, even if George “W” Bush was apparently taken enough by it to mutter, at the behest of his Neo-Con handlers, his famous statement that in the fight against terrorism “you are either with us or with the enemy.” 

DECEPTION NUMBER  ONE:  Zionism is Judaism and proceeds on the strength of religious authority. 

While there may well be some overlap in their respective constituencies, there is far more to separate Zionism from Judaism than there is to link them.  Political Zionism as it emerged under the leadership of Herzl in 1897 was by definition a secular movement which belatedly sought to reap for cultural Jews the benefits promised by the Enlightenment and the Age of Reason which ultimately led to the Syphilitic and eventually clinically insane atheist philosopher Friedrich Wilhelm Nietzsche declaring God dead and a widespread enthusiasm for embracing humanity’s collective will as a substitute for what was deemed the superstition of religion. 

We should not be surprised that by the time European Jewry (along with countless millions of forgotten others) endured the horrors of the Holocaust, the connection felt by so many Jews with God had been tested past the breaking point and among survivors more than ever cultural Jews came far outnumber Jews by faith. Herzl himself identified as an atheist. 

Fifty years later, like so many others, Golda Meir also identified as a Jewish-Atheist, whatever that is.  It is essential to understand that Political Zionism was born of and sought to advance the separation of world Jewry from roots in Judaic faith and celebrate cultural, unassimilated Jewry defined on quasi-racial lines in terms of the very quirks and eccentricities which early Zionists themselves identified as the basis of the Goyim’s “understandable” antisemitism which Zionists saw as an asset to their cause to be fostered and unleashed to the even greater suffering of world Jewry. Of course the Zionists’ antipathy toward Judaism has never stopped them from appealing to messianic elements in Judaism to justify their de facto territorial occupation and plans for expansion notwithstanding that growing numbers of Torah Jews are denouncing the very existence of Israel as contrary to their book and indeed as a further violation of their covenant with God as written in their book. 

DECEPTION NUMBER TWO: Political Zionists merely sought to secure the right of modest numbers of Diaspora Jews to take refuge in Palestine in order to establish a symbolic nation of Jews, rather than an autonomous Jewish state, that would give hope, meaning and identity to the millions of Jews making up the Diaspora. 

This position was often articulated by popular Zionists spokesmen like Albert Einstein who often stated his opposition to the establishment of an autonomous Jewish state in Palestine.  In due course, after publicly denouncing the terrorism of Menachem Begin and by implication terrorist groups like Betar, Irgun, the Stern Gang, Lehi and to some extent Hagana, even Einstein changed his position by claiming that armed Arab opposition left the Zionists no choice but to do that which was done. 

Of course even the genius Einstein managed to quietly overlook the fact that the Arab opposition he refers to in reality opposed the very thing which he had himself claimed to vehemently oppose – the creation of an autonomous Jewish state in Palestine! While popular opinion may have been successfully managed through propaganda in the 40’s, with the benefit of historic documents, Herzl’s diaries and many other once carefully guarded Zionist writings, we can have no genuine doubt now that Einstein’s position never reflected the position of his handlers and the Zionist leadership which since at least 1897 set its goal at nothing less than the creation of a Jewish state in Palestine. To be sure, Herzl and the movement toyed with the idea of setting up an interim Zion in Uganda, Madagascar, South Africa and even Argentina at various times but the Zionists ultimate aim was always to establish a Jewish state in Palestine. 

DECEPTION NUMBER THREE: The evolving demand of Zionists - which in the immediate aftermath of WWII had morphed into asserting a manufactured right of Jewish displaced persons to receive special treatment and take refuge in Palestine in order to establish there an independent Jewish State - was somehow given moral authority by the suffering and victimization of European Jewry during the Holocaust. 

Despite the propaganda and best efforts of Zionists, not to mention  the guilty conscience of the early post-colonial Atlantic world,  there is simply no way as a matter of principle, logic or conscience to justify International support for the newly transformed post-war Zionist agenda by connecting that agenda with the suffering of Jews in Europe. Of course Zionists have committed no end of resources to overcoming this basic flaw in their position and routinely point to and exaggerate the collaboration of Jerusalem’s Grand Mufti with  both Hitler’s Nazi regime and Mussolini  without in any way recognizing the position he and his people we in by the time these events unfolded.  

While there indeed was an SS brigade in the SS made up of Arab Muslims, there many Palestinians who enlisted to fight on the side of the Allied powers. Moreover, there were many Jews who not only supported fascism in the early 30’s but who also embraced fascism once the horrors of Nazism and Italian fascism were very well known.  Rank and file American Zionists denounced the Nazi’s and declared an economic war on Germany by boycott; but that boycott movement was quietly stymied by the Zionists’ world leadership who preferred to collaborate with the Nazi’s under the auspices of a transfer agreement that has long been hushed up. Other Zionist terrorists like the father of  the Revisionist Zionist movement and  leader of Betar,  Vladimir (Ze'ev) Jabotinsky, who’s admiration for Mussolini  and avowed commitment to fascism makes the pragmatic collaboration of Jerusalem’s  Grand Mufti  but without ideological commitment,  almost pale into insignificance.  

The simple fact is that whether we consider the matter by reference to historical facts, by logic or as a matter of moral principle, there is no way to justify support for the Zionist agenda with the suffering of European Jews in the Holocaust.  Of course in addition to sending letter bombs to the Truman Whitehouse, Zionist “Lehi” terrorists assassinated the British Baron and MP Lord Moyne for his opposition to giving Jewish displaced persons special  treatment after the war and for opposing unrestrained Jewish migration to Palestine. 

DECEPTION NUMBER FOUR:  The peoples comprising the Jewish Diaspora were a distinct race with ancestral ties to Palestine/Judea.

The simple historical fact is that while Jews certainly had some substantial historical connection with Judea which ended roughly 2000 years ago, their tenure as the primary inhabitants and rulers of Judea, no matter how generously measured, was no more real or longer than that of Palestinian Arabs who descended from the Canaanites and dominated Palestine for more than 1,000 continuous years until the Zionist usurpation of their ancestral lands.  

Diaspora Jews, on the other hand, are primarily Ashkenazim who descended from the Kazars of the Caspian region who first converted to Judaism long after the Jews ceased to have any substantial physical connection with Palestine/Judea. There connection to the region is a purely spiritual one based vicariously on the ancient position of Jews in Judea which ended some 2,000 years ago. There connection with and claims to Palestine are no more defensible than would be any claim by millions of Chinese Muslims to reside in and take over Saudi Arabia from Wahhabi Muslims. 

DECEPTION NUMBER FIVE: The Palestinian peoples have never existed as a distinct cultural group or nation.  “There is no such thing as a Palestinian people... It is not as if we came and threw them out and took their country. They didn’t exist.” - said Golda Meir statement to the Sunday Times, 15 June, 1969.

 In support of this great lie, Zionists ask rhetorically of those who criticize them, who led the Palestinian people? When have Palestinians ever existed as a State or otherwise exercised political control of Palestine? Of course, in asking these questions they conveniently forget to test the demands of Zionists for a Jewish state comprised of Diaspora Jews of every nationality against the same questions. The simple fact is that Palestinians descended from the Canaanites and there continuous presence in Palestine in numbers which until the Zionist usurpation, by far outnumbered any others in the region. The Palestinian right is based on the most compelling and incontrovertible claim of all; it is based on the fact that as a people they are born of the region and have existed continuously in the region in dominant numbers since pre-history. Palestinians are the indigenous peoples of Palestine. 

DECEPTION NUMBER SIX: The international community resolved through the United Nations to partition Palestine into Jewish and Arab States in 1947. 

Even if, for the sake of argument, we accept that the UN had some right to partition Palestine, the fact is that the so-called partition was never implemented by the UN.  To be sure while initially the was not sufficient support in the UN  for the Zionist inspired partition plan, by the time the Generally Assembly took its final vote, the Zionist lobby and terrorist militia had managed to win the day but it was only the day that was won.  Those expected to carry the brunt of this ill conceived plan, the long occupied Palestinians, were never consulted. Those who presumed to speak for them, the Turks and various Arab and Islamic states were on balance opposed even though some had been corrupted into supporting the Zionist position, if not the actual partition itself. But it quickly became apparent after the partition resolution, that it the plan was unworkable and if pressed would lead to violence and conflict which would violate the very mandate of the UN as stipulated in its Charter.  

As a result, the Security Council seized itself of the Palestine problem thereby deferring the General Assembly’s partition resolution. The Security Council was concerned about the immediate outbreak if civil war following the partition resolution and the US changed its position to favour setting up a UN Trusteeship in Palestine as a indefinite transition to any later partition designed to protect the rights against the overwhelming power of the Zionists who had arrived in Palestine and set up terrorist militia to target Palestinians, British and anyone else who opposed their agenda, Ironically, the USSR had traditionally opposed the Zionist movement and itself favoured setting up a Soviet controlled Trusteeship in Palestine but it is now a matter of undisputed history that the USSR had reversed its policy and established a secret alliance with the Zionist which included material military support. 

On the instructions of Molotov and Stalin, Gromyko repeatedly spoke in favour of partition and against the US proposal for a UN Trusteeship. But the matter was to become moot before the Security Council resolved its position. As the British Mandate was about to expire, the Zionists unilaterally declared their independence and with Czech armaments obtained with the Soviets tacit consent in violation of the UN arms embargo, they mobilized their already dominant militia and terrorist forces in Palestine to carry out what they like to call a war of Independence but which was in fact a calculated plan to achieve what Herzl had written about in his diaries 50 years earlier:  “. . . to spirit the penniless population across the border.” And so even as the Jews cried “Never Again,” the Nakba was unleashed and the disorganized and grossly under-armed Arab resistance was routed, slaughtered, raped, robbed and sent packing by the Jewish victims of Nazism. 
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
